Keyport, settled in 1714 and established in 1830, boasts the most beautiful
Victorian-era architecture on the Bayshore.  Many of Keyport’s residents will
graciously open their homes this holiday seaon for a Candlelight House Tour,
offering you the opportunity to appreciate the beauty of these historic proper-
ties.  Over twelve Keyport properties will be open for the tour. Two vintage trol-
leys will be on hand to transport ticket holders to stops on the tour, which will
be held rain or shine.

Included on the tour this year is an 1860 federal-style home built by Danish
Captain Christian D. Emson, a founding father of Keyport.  Today, the restored
and refurbished mansion, know as Masters Octave, invites visitors to explore
its period appointments.  Of special note are the elaborate marble fireplaces in
the front and back parlors.  Imported and hand-carved for Captain Emson, they
feature ornate clusters of grapevines, as well as a life-like representation of the
Captain’s first wife.

FROM THE MAYOR:
BOROUGH SIDEWALK

REPLACEMENT PROGRAM
The Borough is formulating a program to
assist residents and commercial property
owners in the replacement of deteriorated
sidewalk and curbing.  The program would
offer the following:

• Special Assessment to pay back cost of
sidewalk/curb installation over a 
maximum period of ten years.

• Select areas of town, having a sufficient
number of interested participants, 
would be included on an annual basis 
for sidewalk/curb replacement.

• Borough would undertake a bidding 
process including specifications, 
insurance, appropriate bonding and an 
inspection process.

• Borough would utilize design standards
for installation that would be overseen 
by town officials.

This program offers residents and com-
mercial property owners an option for
financing a capital improvement to their
property and use Borough design stan-
dards and controls for the completion of
the project improvements.  This also beau-
tifies our public access areas and reduces
accident hazards.

Project for Public Spaces – New York

We are pleased to announce that a consultant team consisting of Phillips
Preiss Shapiro Associates (a planning firm with offices in New York and
New Jersey) and Project for Public Spaces (a nonprofit organization ded-
icated to creating and sustaining public places that build communities)
has been retained by the Borough to undertake a Redevelopment Area
Study and Plan for the Keyport Waterfront. The plan has been funded
through a grant to the Borough from the New Jersey Office of Smart
Growth. When complete, the plan will provide the Borough with the
framework and powers to leverage the unique assets of the waterfront to
maximize opportunities for economic development, new housing, and
improved public spaces for residents of all ages to enjoy. The plan will
investigate specific questions, such as how the waterfront can bolster the
downtown, and vice versa; and how ferry service might be returned to
Keyport.

Project for Public Spaces’ website (www.pps.org) showcases many of the
place-making strategies used throughout the nation.   The web site states,
“After 25 years of work on neglected public spaces, we continue to hear
from people who tell us that they are feeling a loss of community. They
feel a lack of control over the changes taking place in their public envi-
ronments and a loss of connection to them. People have talked to us about
streets that are too wide to cross without being endangered by traffic,
parks that lack amenities, buildings that alienate people because they are
not human in scale. PPS believes that communities should drive projects
rather than projects driving communities.”  

The technical part of the study should begin in November, with a public
visioning process to begin a few months into 2004. Your input will be
vital to the success and quality of the plan, so watch this newsletter for
future updates as the public sessions draw nearer. Questions and com-
